Due to implementation of an upgrade to software for the Gold Sheet as well as the university’s requirement for staff furlough days, the Office of Sponsored Programs Administration will be closed December 24, 2009 through January 3, 2010.

Gold Sheet Upgrade Information
The Gold Sheet upgrade will include minor changes to wording of questions and fixes of known bugs in the programming.  The current process of submission will remain the same and new training will not be required. 

Implementation of the Gold Sheet upgrade is planned to begin on 12/21/09. The upgrade requires OSPA to shut down the Gold Sheet system.  As a result, all electronic Gold Sheets must be processed through OSPA prior to implementation of the upgrade.

Researchers should initiate Gold Sheets and send to OSPA by 12/16/09 for sponsor deadlines through the end of December 2009 and January 1-3, 2010.  OSPA will not accept any electronic Gold Sheet submissions initiated after 12/16/09 until the Gold Sheet system is back on line on 01/04/10. 

OSPA will accept paper Gold Sheets (fully signed) in the event a proposal must be submitted during the period of 12/17/09 through 12/23/09 and the researcher has missed the electronic Gold Sheet cutoff date of 12/16/09. Note, however, that OSPA is closed on 12/24/09 and OSPA staff will not be available to accept any proposal submissions from 12/24/09 through 01/03/10.

OSPA will notify campus if the Gold Sheet system becomes available prior to 01/04/10.

Timeline summary:
12/16/09       Researchers should initiate all Gold Sheets by this date for proposal submissions through the end of December 2009 and January 1-3, 2010.

12/21/09       Gold Sheet system inactive due to upgrade.

12/24/09       OSPA closed for winter break through 01/03/10. 

01/04/09       OSPA open; Gold Sheet system active.
